
The final days of this Lenten Season are upon 
us.  We already have come a long way 
together.  As we complete the final ‘leg’ of this 
spiritual journey to Resurrection Day, may 
God lead us. 

In his ministry, Christ taught the Twelve 
through actions and through words. In many 
ways, his actions may have been more 
compelling than anything he said to the 
disciples. Still, his words alone are powerful, 
too. One of the ways Christ teaches his 
disciples is by foretelling his passion, his 
death and his resurrection. The Synoptic 
Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke) contain three 
such teachings. 

Let’s consider the ones in the Gospel of Mark. 
Right after Christ quizzes the disciples with 
the questions, “Who do people  say that I 
am?” and “Who do you  say that I am?”;  
the gospel continues: “Then he began to teach 
them that the Son of Man must undergo great 
suffering, and be rejected by the elders, the 
chief priests, and the scribes, and be killed, 
and after three days rise  again.” (Mark 8:31-
32)  Somewhat later in his ministry, “… he  
was teaching his 
disciples, saying to 
them, ‘The Son of 
Man is to be 
betrayed into human 
hands, and they will 
kill him, and three 
days after being 

killed, he will rise  
again.’  But they did 
not understand what 
he was saying and 
were afraid to ask 
him.” (Mark 9:31-32) 

Subsequent to this, “He took the Twelve aside 
again and began to tell them what was to 
happen to him, saying, ‘Behold, we are going 
up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be 
handed over to the chief priests and the 
scribes, and they will condemn him to death; 
then they will hand him over to the Gentiles; 
they will mock him, and spit upon him, and 
whip him, and kill him; and after three days he 
will rise  again.’” (Mark 10:32c-34) 

One has the impression that the Twelve do 
not fully fathom this teaching of Christ. I feel 
certain that had I been there back in the 1st 
century I would not have gotten it either. 
Consider this, at the time Christ was teaching 
of his demise, it had not yet occurred. In light 
of all that those close to Jesus had 
experienced and were experiencing, it is easy 
to see why his disciples would not have 

thought that what he 
was describing was 
going to happen to 
him! Today, we have 
the advantage of 
hindsight to help us 
see that Christ clearly

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foretold his passion, his death and his resurrection. 

Ultimately, Lent is about Resurrection!  Ultimately, 
Lent is about Rising.  Christ rises from death. Christ 
rises to life. Christ rises to reveal that through Christ 
we also may rise to life eternal.    

As we round the bend, as we make our way together 
along the final ‘leg’ of this Lenten journey to 
Jerusalem, Golgotha and the Tomb; let us draw 
inspiration from words composed by Christian 
songwriter Ken Medema:  “Come, build a church 
with soul and spirit; come, build a church of flesh 
and bone. We need no tower rising skyward, no 
house of wood or glass or stone. Come, build a 
church with human frailty. Come, build a church of 
flesh and blood. Jesus shall be its sure foundation. It 
shall be built by the hand of God. 

Let us see the tongues of fire. Let us hear the great 
wind roar. Let us know the awe and wonder that 
we’ve only glimpsed before! Let us feel the strength 
of passion, which can make us laugh and weep. Let 
us know this great awakening, for so long we’ve 
been asleep. 

Let us know the love unceasing, which alone can 
loose the bounds, reaching out across the chasms, 
bringing walls of hatred down. Let us taste the sweet 
communion, where the circle never ends. Hold us in 
the sweet connection, turning strangers into friends. 

Guide our feet in peaceful pathways. Teach us 
peace of heart and mind, peace with God and all 
God’s children; till we leave our wars behind. Surely 
joy will come and find us like a breeze that cools the 
night; like the rain upon the desert, like a candle’s 
gentle light. 

Come, build a church with soul and spirit; come, 
build a church of flesh and bone. We need no tower 
rising skyward, no house of wood or glass or stone. 
Come, build a church with human frailty. Come, 
build a church of flesh and blood. Jesus shall be its 
sure foundation. It shall be built by the hand of God.”
